SAFETY INFORMATION
Check to see you have adequate insurance.

The only sand which is safe for the horse to go faster than a walk is the dark sand right next to the shoreline or in the sea itself.  All other sand is inclined to pull tendons.

The National Trust, who owns the beach, asks that we do not ride or lead horses through the dunes but stick to the established pathways at all times but especially when riding/journeying too or from the beach.

KEEP OFF THE VILLIAGE GREEN!  This is a small area of grass on the left hand side of the road going down to the beach.

No pace faster than a walk is to be executed on the beach within 50 yards of other users.

Rarely at  Holm beach as on adjoining beaches, but a hazard to be borne in mind is that of  ‘kite surfers’ these are surfers with a parachute attached which go along the water at speed.  Horses have been known to take fright.  

Do not cross the big deep channel towards Wells as it has quicksand and fast running undercurrent.

Watch the tides carefully, as they will come in behind you first due to low lying land before high tide.

We have to cross a golf course to reach the beach.  Watch for flying balls!

It is probably unwise to allow the public to touch or come near your horse on the beach.  It is a sad fact of modern life that the tendency is to sue first and ask questions later.  Generally, the public have no idea how unpredictable a horse can be and also think that if it is OK to touch one horse then it is OK to approach others.  If the horse moves suddenly or causes injury, the horse is deemed dangerous and should not be in a public place.   Better safe than sorry.
